Orientation to Clinical Site 

· Website: www.abbevillegeneral.com
· The SRNA can park in any of the lots. Please leave the closer spots for patients.
· The OR is located on the first floor adjacent to the OB Department, Recovery Room, and Central Sterilization. If you enter through the Hospital Road entrance, the OB unit will be the 1st door to the left, continue heading down the main hall, and the OR will be found through the 2nd set of double doors on the left. Entry code to OR is 6566 (Keypad is located on Right side of hallway) Once you enter this hall the Nursing Lounge will be on the right, followed by Recovery Room. The Anesthesia Office is on the left past the next set of double doors- right before the red line.
· There are 3 Operating Rooms, & an endoscopy procedure room.

· You should arrive at the hospital by 0600 each morning. Your shift ends when your preceptor or clinical coordinator dismisses you. 

· Assignments can be found on the OR board near Holding.  No need to call ahead on your 1st day. You will be given your assignment when you show up. Each day there after you will know your assignment for the next day before you leave. (Subject to change the following A.M.)
· The anesthesia storeroom is located on the right side of the OR across from holding. This is where all anesthesia supplies are kept. Anesthesia Carts are kept locked in the operating rooms. Beverly is the anesthesia tech; she gets there early each morning and will help you to find what you need.
· Breaks and lunches are assigned by either the CRNA or MDA in charge of the board for the day. 

· Lunch can be purchased in the cafeteria. There is a refrigerator and microwave in the nurse’s lounge for you to use. 

· Required equipment: stethoscope, earpiece, and ID badge. 

· Scrubs are provided, and are found in the locker rooms. Yes, you are expected to change each morning. 
· Women’s locker room is through the nurses lounge while the men’s locker room is through the doctor’s lounge.
· Check with previous rotations about housing. 

Experiences Available to the SRNA:
· Abbeville offers geriatric, adult, and pediatric surgery experiences of all types and acuities
· There is one MDA Dr. Mary Ellen Corry and 5 CRNA’s: Jan Sudduth, Julie Noegel, Nick Broussard, Jay Seymour, Bill Prejean, and Melanie Daigle. They are very nice and helpful. 

· Opportunities for Regional: Spinals/Epidurals for Ortho/OB, and assistance in inserting peripheral nerve blocks.
· Obstetric anesthesia is available with about 15-30 deliveries per month. Your experience will be subject to your individual performance and availability of patients. It may be possible for you to take call. 

· Majority of Cases are General Surgery. Surgeon is extremely quick and may schedule 6-9 cases per day with a quick turn over rate. 

· You are expected to function is an independent manner with minimal assistance from your supervising CRNA/MDA.

Patient Assignments

· Your first assignment will be made by the CRNA or MDA. On the 1st day, you can get your assignment when you show up.

· The surgery schedule typically comes out after 1500 each day. The surgery scheduling book is kept in the OR office across from holding. 

· The SRNA is encouraged to seek out experiences that will aid in satisfying their clinical requirements.
