General Information

· Please call Kyle before the first day  

· Baton Rouge General Medical Center has 588 licensed beds between two campuses. Your clinical site will be at the Bluebonnet campus. There are 9 OR’s at the Bluebonnet Campus. The following directions are to the Bluebonnet main campus.
· Driving directions: Take I-10 West 72 miles; get off on Bluebonnet Road, exit #162 and turn left, go about 1/2 mile and turn right on to Picardy Avenue. 
· You will receive an informal orientation to the OR by your preceptor
· Housing: No housing is available at this time
· Student parking is located behind surgery in the doctor’s parking lot. The code to get in the lot is 3636 for the Bluebonnet facility
· Hospital layout: The OR is located on the 2nd floor 

· Scrubs are provided by the hospital, and lockers are available for securing valuables and clothing.

· Required equipment: ID, stethoscope, nerve stimulator, earpiece, clipboard, reference books, evaluation sheets. All other equipment is provided by the hospital.

Experiences Available to the SRNA

· Vascular, General Surgery, OB, Plastics, Cardiac, and Neuro 
· Patient demographics: The Baton Rouge General Bluebonnet Campus patients tend to be general type cases 
Patient Assignments

· Patient assignments are received the morning of surgery in the anesthesia office. There is a schedule for the next day available by 1400 if you want to request certain cases.

· Patient pre-ops are done by the MDA, CRNA, or SRNA the morning of surgery. In house patient pre-op’s are done the night before.

Daily Clinical Routines
0600-1500 Shift

· Report to the OR at 0600, shift ends when you are relieved by your preceptor or clinical coordinator.

· Medication preparation: There is a Pyxis available for student use. You will not receive a temporary access code during your orientation period – your preceptor will help you with this.
· Additional Information: Free Breakfast and Lunch provided by the hospital.

Final Note: 

Student anesthetists from Texas Christian University also rotate to Baton Rouge General. Their official school title is "RRNA" for resident registered nurse anesthetist. To avoid the confusion of your patient thinking you're a "student nurse" (if they misunderstand "student registered nurse anesthetist") please refer to yourself as a "graduate student anesthetist." 
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
