General Site Information

· Directions to the Hospital:  We are located on in Alexandria, LA. From New Orleans, travel I-10 West and keep follow signs for I-10W/Lafayette. Take Exit 151 for LA-415 N/N Lobdell Hwy. Take Hwy. 190 to Opelousas then merge onto I-49 North toward Alexandria. Once in Alexandria, merge onto US-71 N via the ramp to Alexandria and continue straight onto Masonic Drive. Turn left and the hospital will be on the right.  
· The OR is located on the first floor of hospital. 

· Students may use the doctor’s parking garage and enter from the skywalk on the second floor.   

· There are 11 ORs in the main surgery area.  Please ask for Surgery Director or any member of the anesthesia department on your first day.
· You will be asked to view a quick Power Point Orientation Presentation and sign a verification on your first day.   
· You will have access to lounge, changing room, and anesthesia office. Scrubs are available. You can wear your own to the facility but you will have to change into OSC scrubs for the day. 
· There is a cafeteria available; however, students will be allowed to eat breakfast and lunch in the Doctors Dining. 
· Credentialing: Upon notification of the clinical schedule, please send your start date and the 3 forms located in the Christus folder in the NAP Clinical Sites Handbook, to Korilyn Sicuro (korilyn.sicuro@christushealth.org). She will need 4 weeks to process your paperwork and get you credentialed at the facility. 
Experiences Available to the SRNA

· Orthopedics, CV including hearts and lungs, Neuro (mostly spines), OB/Gyn, GI, Cath lab, General, ENT, and some pediatrics.
· Spinal/epidural/peripheral block insertions, central line insertions, TEE instruction. 
· Fiberoptic bronchoscope and video laryngoscope available.
Patient Assignments

· Assignments will be sent by text message to the student the afternoon before the scheduled case.  Assignments will be made in collaboration with the student based on individual needs and desired experiences.  

Daily Clinical Routines

0600-1500 
· Arrive at the hospital by 0600.  Your shift ends when your preceptor dismisses you.
· All ORs are set up in the same manner with drugs (except controlled substances) being located in the top drawer of the anesthesia carts. 
· Your CRNA or MD will get narcotics for your cases at the beginning of the day.
·  Most pre-ops are completed the day of surgery in holding. You will be required to assist with interviewing patients.
·  Ensure that all of the required paperwork is completed, and that the OR nurse has completed his/her interview with the patient prior to administering a sedative.

· You will be required at times to manage patients in the recovery area. 
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
