Follow the direction on each Step 1-4.

Orientation to Clinical Site
· Directions – I-10 West to Clearview Parkway (North). Go down until you hit West Esplanade. Take a right onto West Esplanade and stay in your right lane. Take a right onto Houma Boulevard into the hospital. The Hudson Garage will be the first garage on the right.

· Parking is provided free of charge.  Monday-Friday (day shift): Students are to park in the Hudson Garage 5th floor and above. Entrance to the hospital is on the 3rd floor through the Hudson Garage. COVID hospital restrictions only allows entrance to the hospital through the 2nd floor of the Hudson Garage.   Evening Shift: Students are to park in the Esplanade Garage 2nd floor and above. Weekends/Holidays: Students are to park in the Canal Garage 3rd floor and above.
· Go past the registration area to the first set of double doors.

· Take the first left after entering the double doors. 

· At the end of the hall, go right and continue on through the next set of double doors (the surgery desk will be on the right).

· Go left at the second hallway past the surgery desk and the Anesthesia Office will be the last door on the left.

· There are approximately 20 ORs with access via 3 different hallways.
· The numbers identifying each OR is posted on the wall at the entryways of each hallway.
· The women’s and men’s locker rooms are accessed through the surgery break room which is directly to the right of the anesthesia office. 
· You should arrive at the hospital by 0615 each morning; your shift ends when your preceptor or clinical coordinator dismisses you. DO NOT ASK TO LEAVE EARLY.
· Assignments can be found on the wall of the Anesthesia office to the right or on their yellow card.

· The anesthesia workroom is right next door to the office. This is where you will get the laryngoscope blades you will need for the day, as well as other special equipment such as double-lumen tubes, nasal RAEs, etc.

· Breaks and lunches are assigned by either the CRNA or MDA in charge of the board for the day.

· Lunch can be purchased in either the hospital cafeteria or the coffee shop, which are both located on the first floor in the center of the hospital.

· Required equipment: stethoscope, ID badge.

· Scrubs are provided and are found in the ladies/men’s locker rooms.  You are required to wear EJ scrubs.  Do not wear light blue scrubs into the hospital (other colors are ok).  This way they can tell you’ve changed.
· *** EFFECTIVE 03/13/23 *** Renovations will begin in Same Day Surgery  – certain hallways and rooms will be closed during this time. Signage will be posted guiding students to both SDS and surgery front desk/anesthesia office. 
Experiences Available to the SRNA

· EJ offers adult and a limited amount of pediatric surgery experiences of all types and acuities. 
· Experiences include: Orthopedics, GYN, Hearts, Vascular, General Surgery, ENT, Robotic Surgery, urology (including major urologic surgeries), Spine Surgery, Neurosurgery, and Neuro-Endocrine Tumor Carcinoid Cases. 
· Additionally, students may be assigned to the Cath Lab or Hybrid room where TAVRs, TCARs, Pacemakers, EP studies/ablations, and endovascular AAA repairs are performed. 
· There are currently some limited opportunities to perform regional anesthesia at EJ Hospital.  The SRNA will be afforded opportunities to use LMAs, start arterial lines, insert double lumen tubes, and confirm placement using a fiberoptic scope.

· The students may also be assigned to invasive radiology, or to respond with an MD or CRNA to cardiac arrest situations within the hospital.
· OB is also available. There are currently some opportunities to perform regional spinal anesthesia. EJ does also provide the opportunity for OB Management which is a requirement for graduation from the program. The OB department is located on the 4th floor. C-sections are done on this floor as well.
Patient Assignments

· Your first assignment will be made by Student Coordinator (let them know what types of cases you need) or the CRNA in charge. Be sure to check the day before for your assignment.
· The surgery schedule typically comes out after 1300 each day.  You can request a case for the next day.
· The SRNA is encouraged to seek out experiences that will aid in satisfying their clinical requirements.
· EJ now has two start times for first cases in the morning (0645 and 0730) – students may be assigned rooms that start at 0645. Students will be expected to arrive no later than 0600. Students will be allowed to leave earlier. 
Clinical Rotations:
0630-1500

· Arrive no later than 0615. If you are assigned to a heart room, please arrive a little bit earlier to allow for the proper set up.

· Go to the work room to retrieve the blades.
· A Pyxis is located in every OR, but you will have to ask your CRNA to open the cart. 
· The patient pre-op is completed by the CRNA. The SRNA simply needs to make sure all of the paperwork has been completed.
· The SRNA will have computer access to view patient charts via EPIC.
· All cases will be in same day surgery (or ICU). Please meet your patient and make sure all proper paperwork and assessments are done prior to rolling the patient. The SRNA should escort their patients (with the circulator and CRNA) to the OR.
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
