Orientation to Clinical Site
When you are assigned to Memorial Hospital at Gulfport, please email 
Jeff Stuart, CRNA crazejeff1974@aol.com and Lakeshia Smith (Lasmith@MHG.com) At least 2 weeks before your start date: 
Also send a picture of yourself to Lakeshia Smith. They want to have this to place in your packet. 
Introduce yourself and let them know what day you will arrive to begin your rotation. Lakeshia Smith will send you an email with instructions on what to do to prepare for the rotation.  
You will need to be cleared through Memorial’s student orientation process. This must be completed prior to the start of your rotation. 
To begin, you must create a new ‘student’ account in HealthStream, this is the Learning Management System at Memorial Hospital. This will instruct you to complete an electronic orientation module. To set up your account, you will follow the link and use the First Time Student Link.  
During your account setup, please select Individual Student, (Nurse Practitioner Program, Physician Assistant Program, Medical Student Program). Please note: Selecting anything else may not provide you with the correct orientation module. 
Following completion of the orientation module, you will need to complete and submit the required documents I have attached.   
· The Computer Access Form (This will be completed by you) to gain log-in information into our system.
· Badge information form. 
· The Letter of Good Standing Form (This will be completed by Student Affairs at LSU Health New Orleans). If this has not been received by Memorial Hospital, please email - nsstuaffairs@lsuhsc.edu
On the first day of your rotation, arrive at 0900. You will get your orientation at this time so if you arrive earlier than 0900, no one will be there to orient you. Wear civilian clothes to the hospital each day and change into scrubs when you arrive. On your first day you should get a badge/scanner for entry into the OR. This badge/scanner will also allow you to check out scrubs each day. At the end of the day, turn your scrubs in using your badge/scanner for confirmation. Arrive to clinical at 0630am every other day after your first day, unless told otherwise by Nita Derouen or Dr. Lobrano
On your first day, look for the Anesthesia Secretary. Her name is Kelly Cofield. She will arrange for you to get access to the scrub machine, keys, and badges. She will also send you a daily schedule so that you know what cases you can prepare for each day.
