Orientation to Clinical Site 
· Directions to the Hospital:  We are located on in Baton Rouge. From New Orleans, travel I-10 West and take Exit 160 (Essen Lane). Take a left onto Essen Lane off of the interstate and travel approximately 0.5miles and turn left on Hennessey Blvd. OSC is located at the end of Hennessy Blvd on your right. 
· The OSC is located on the first floor of The Bone and Joint Clinic. 
· There are 5 ORs located.  Please ask for Amy David on your first day and she will direct you from there. 
· You will have access to lounge, changing room, and anesthesia office. Scrubs are available. You can wear your own to the facility but you will have to change into OSC scrubs for the day. 
· There is no cafeteria but refrigerators and microwaves are available in the staff lounge for your use. 
· There is no housing available.
· Credentialing: Upon notification of the clinical schedule, please contact Shalina at smohammed@oscbr.com. She will need 6 weeks to process your paperwork and get you credentialed at the facility. The credentialing packet is located in the folder for OSC. 
Experiences Available to the SRNA

· High volume orthopedics and regional anesthesia. Peripheral nerve blocks for extremity surgeries. 
· ACDFs occasionally with SSEP monitoring. 
· Fiberoptic bronchoscope and video laryngoscope available.
Patient Assignments

· The surgery schedule is placed outside of the lounge. Assignments are discussed with the Chief CRNA and MD to accommodate what experiences the student needs. 
Daily Clinical Routines

0600-1500 
· Arrive at the surgery center by 0600.  Your shift ends when your preceptor dismisses you.
· All ORs are set up in the same manner with drugs (except controlled substances) being located in the top drawer of the anesthesia carts. 
· Your CRNA will get narcotics for your cases at the beginning of the day.
·  Most pre-ops are completed the day of surgery in holding. You will be required to assist with interviewing patients.
·  Ensure that all of the required paperwork is completed, and that the OR nurse has completed his/her interview with the patient prior to administering a sedative.

· You will be required at times to manage patients in the recovery area. 
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
