Orientation to Clinical Site

· ORs, anesthesia offices, and patient holding area are located on the 1 st. floor of the hospital. There are 5 ORs. The students will receive an orientation on the first day of clinical. 

· Parking: The student can park either in the garage or in front of the hospital. 

· The student is expected to arrive at 6:00 am and stay until dismissed by their preceptor. Report to the location of the Anesthesia Board, which is across from the main OR desk. The assignments are posted on this board. OR time for the first case is 7:30 am, except for the first Tuesday of the month, which has a start time of 8 am.  Assignments are made the day before and posted at the OR desk.
· Required Equipment: Though Tulane has all necessary anesthesia equipment, it is often prudent to bring a stethoscope, scissors, laryngoscope handle and blades, extra batteries, reference books, a nerve stimulator (with back up batteries). Blank student evaluations are required. Students are also offered Tulane scrubs at site; but, may wear their own instead of having to change at the clinical site. 

· If you are unable to attend clinical for any reason, you must inform one of the staff at the numbers listed above or the Lakeside Surgery Desk 504‑780‑6583.
· The Tulane/Lakeside rotation is generally two months, though length of rotation is up to faculty discretion. 

Experiences Available to the SRNA

· The Tulane/Lakeside Medical Center has a varied patient population. It offers services to indigent as well as insured populations, of all ages, and a wide range of acuity. The SRNA is encouraged to seek out the various learning experiences available to them. Flexibility is the key at this institution. 

· Tulane /LakesideMedical Center has its own Anesthesia Residency program. SRNA will share surgery load with anesthesia residents. Both General Anesthesia and Regional experiences are offered. Types of cases performed at this institution include: General Surgeries, Urology, Pediatric, NICU, ENT, Orthopedic, Ophthalmology, Bariatric and Endoscopy. The SRNA may get experience in spinal and epidural anesthesia; as well as a multitude of anesthetic blocks. This is a good place to experiment with agents, as they prefer to use quick acting agents.  Many of the patients are outpatients.  The SRNA may also assist in the pre-admit assessment clinic.
Patient Assignments

· Day before – posted or e-mailed out. Students must pick up their assignments the day before surgery.  

· Students may not be supervised by anesthesia resident. 

· After completing a preoperative evaluation, any patient issues must be discussed with CRNA/Staff Anesthesiologist before patients completes interview process. DO NOT take the completed forms or copies of them home. ******Note: SRNA will not write post op anesthesia follow up notes for their "in house" patients. 
Daily Clinical Routines
0700-1500

· Bring a blank care plan form to assist in writing down a few patient facts to look up before your case. 

· Set up room. Get all medications and equipment needed for case into room for 7:15. You must have equipment for all necessary monitoring, fluid warmer, bear hugger, BIS monitor and strip, and emergency medications available in cart. The patient will be pre-op’d and waiting in the holding area or in OPS which is adjacent to the OR. Student’s must discuss case with CRNA/Staff Anesthesiologist, review patient evaluation sheet and all labs before placing pt on OR table. 

· Most patients go to PACU post operatively. Patients that have received minimal sedation or peripheral local anesthetic may be sent to OPS for post operative care. 

· There is a cafeteria on the first floor that serves breakfast and lunch.
· The SRNA may NOT ask to leave early.  The student must be dismissed by the preceptor or chief CRNA. The student is expected to give a full report to the oncoming CRNA prior to leaving a case in progress. 
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
