Criminal Background Check – background checks that are completed preferably no earlier than the student’s admittance into their program and no older than 18-months prior to the clinical rotation in this agency. To initiate please send an email to LSUHSC Student Affairs nsstuaffairs@lsuhsc.edu
1. The Background Screening is a one-time event unless otherwise stipulated by the School of Nursing or the healthcare facility.

2. The background screening must be ordered through Certiphi. 

3. Certiphi will be sending you an email. 

4. Look for an email from studentedition@certiphi.com. 

5. The email will have further instructions on completing Certiphi’s application and payment.

6. On average, it takes 3-5 business days to complete a background check case report.

7. The student and LSUHNO School of Nursing will receive a copy of the report once complete.
Drug Screen – screens are to be completed preferably no earlier than the student’s admittance into their program and no older than 18-months prior to the clinical rotation in this agency.

ID Photo – digital front headshot on blank background (preferably wearing a scrub or plain top).

· It is recommended that SRNA visit a map website for directions from their home to the hospital.
· The SRNA should phone Tracy Fabre 2-3 days before their first day of clinical to introduce himself or herself as the new SRNA. He/she will be asked to bring a "need’s list" denoting what types of surgical experiences he/she is seeking.
· Parking is available at the rear of the hospital.

· There are 4 OR suites which are located on the 1st floor of the hospital. Upon entering the hospital (through the middle doors in the rear of the hospital), go towards the left and the surgical area will be located on the right side. Enter code 1261 on keypad and push the door open (It does not open automatically).
· The door is automatic with badge access. Tracey Fabre will provide badges. You can make arrangements to pick up a badge prior to the first day or you can come in through the front entrance and press the button on the door to be buzzed in.

· Jada Chevis, CST is the surgical specialist (runs the board) and can help with entry into the OR. Call 337–692-0663

· The Anesthesia office is located within the perimeter of the OR suites.
· A locker will be assigned to the SRNA, which can be located in the anesthesia workroom.
· The SRNA is expected to arrive no later than 0615 to set up your room for the day. OR time begins promptly at 0700.
· If you are unable to attend clinical for any reason, you must inform Tracy Fabre and the school faculty at least 2 hours prior to the beginning of your scheduled shift.

· This has typically been a 2-month rotation; however, this may change at the discretion of the school faculty.

· Required Equipment: Lab coat, school ID badge, earpiece, and stethoscope. SRNA is provided with hospital scrubs by using their badge to access them. Return all scrubs to the machine and return your badge to Tracy Fabre at the end of the rotation. 
Experiences Available to the SRNA
· Students are afforded experiences encompassing all levels of acuity. Pediatric surgeries are performed albeit, infrequently. The SRNA is encouraged to seek out the various learning experiences available to them.
· Surgical experiences include: Orthopedic, GYN, General Surgery (including Thoracic and Peripheral Vascular), ENT, Pediatric Dentistry, GU minor proceduresGI scopes and Ophthalmology (including Retina service).
Patient Assignments
· The SRNA will be assigned to an OR with the call CRNA for the following day. The SRNA’s experience needs are considered in the case/room assignments.  Input from the SRNA is preferred and welcome.  The assignment is posted on the anesthesia case schedule in the workroom.  The SRNA is expected to review pre-ops to gather patient information for further study and to prepare for cases.
Daily Clinical Routines

0615-1500 Shift
· We utilize the Pyxis for narcotic and non-narcotic drug dispensing.
· We use EPIC EMR
· ALL syringes (including propofol) must be labeled with the drug name, concentration, date and time of expiration, and the student’s initials at the time the drug is drawn up (no pre-labeled syringes). The supervising CRNA will check to make sure all syringes are labeled properly.
· Pre-ops are usually done before surgery by a Nurse Practitioner in the pre-op clinic. The SRNA, however, may still be required to retrieve lab and/or CXR results, and should confirm that all consents have been signed.
· Pre-op nurse usually starts IVs and administers pre-op meds, usually some combination of Reglan, Robinul, Pepcid and Versed.
· Breaks and lunches are assigned at the discretion of the preceptor. Breakfast and lunch are provided free with you badge in the hospital cafeteria. SRNAs are also invited to use the refrigerator/microwave in the break room should they decide to bring their lunch.
· Your shift is over when you get relief and you are expected to give a full report to the oncoming anesthesia provider.
Lodging and Meals
· A 1 bedroom/1 bath apartment is provided for the SRNA at Lafayette Gardens Apartments, a gated community at 110 E. Martial Ave., Lafayette, 70508.  Obtain apartment key and security gate card from operator in the hospital Emergency Department.

· The apartment is furnished with a queen size bed, sheets, shower curtain, washer, dryer, dishwasher, microwave, TV, cable and internet (password is on the side of the modem).  Dishes and pots are rather random. Suggested items to bring: blanket, pillows, towels, coffee pot. 
· A fitness center, pool, and a business center are available for you to use at the complex.
· There are all types of restaurants and grocery stores, shopping (Acadiana mall), on Ambassador Caffrey Pkwy and Johnston Street and many specialty shops.
· The hospital cafeteria is located on the 1st floor.
· Computer access is located in the library on the first floor of the hospital and closes at 1700.
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
