Experiences Available to the SRNA 
BJACH primarily serves adult and pediatric patients who are Physical Status 1 and 2 for orthopedic, ENT, general surgery, OB/GYN, Podiatry, and oral surgery cases.

The primary focus for the SRNA will be autonomy/independence and regional anesthesia.  Please review your regional anesthesia material before arrival, to include any relevant anatomy, physiology, and pharmacology.  Know what you are doing and why.  Re-familiarize yourself with the ultrasound machine before arrival and practice scanning yourself or a friend and get comfortable identifying anatomy under ultrasound.

This is your chance to experience a CRNA only facility. Be prepared to come up with your own plan and prepared to discuss it at the level of all present in your operating environment! Autonomy and Regional anesthesia are the themes of this rotation. Be confident but flexible as patient safety is our primary goal. 
1. Be Teachable
2. Be Humble
3. Leave Egos at the door
Always be prepared for clinical. If you have ANY questions call your staff for the day or the anesthesia call phone, do NOT assume anything.
Giving report to your staff is not a requirement but may be asked of you by the Anesthesia provider you are scheduled with:
If required, call the provider before 8p for the next day’s cases: Here is an example of how you should start your conversation.

· If you are performing a block you should be able to discuss the anatomy- i.e. interscalene block- You should be able to identify the muscles, vessels, and nervous tissue. Can you draw the brachial plexus? What level are you at? What is the Dermatome coverage of the block you are performing?
* Know ALL medications in the cart, their locations, and ALL medications that your patient is currently taking. You are supposed to be the medication subject matter expert. 
- MOA, DOA, Peak, Onset, Implications, Contraindications, etc.

Computer Access: prior to being able to access any of BJACH systems you will need a JKO HIPAA training Certificate.
a. Go to https://secure.jten.mil/jkohd/sponsored.jsp
b. Register for a sponsored account, your sponsor will be CPT Travis Husser, travis.j.husser.mil@mail.mil
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c. Once the account is granted you will receive an email stating you have been sponsored, you may need to check your junk folder for this email.
d. Log On to JKO and search HIPAA, conduct the training, print the certificate and bring it with you on the first day.  
a. Temporary vehicle pass: 
a. On your first day come a little early as you will have to stop at the front gate visitor building, to the left of the gate, to be cleared to come on base (Search Google Maps for “Fort Polk Visitor Center, Fort Polk, LA 71459”). 
i. Bring the following required documents
1. Government issued ID (driver’s license), vehicle registration, and proof of insurance.
2. You must be named on the car registration or have a notarized letter from the owner saying that you are authorized to use the car
b. At this time you will be provided a temporary access pass
i. You will get paperwork during in processing that you will need to get a pass for the rest of your time here.
b. Strictly obey traffic law while on post.  Cell phone use while driving is forbidden.  No photos on post.

Meeting at the hospital: plan on meeting at 0800 on first day
a. Once you have access on base come to Entrance A of Baynes-Jones Army Community Hospital (you should be able to google directions)
b. Park in staff parking lots.
c. You will be greeted by someone of the Anesthesia team who will get you to HESD to start the in processing the facility.
i. This should not take more than a few hours.  
d. Once done with HESD you will be oriented to the OR environment and provide further access as needed.
