Directions to the Hospital:  Take I-10 West to 310 South (Houma/Boutte exit.)  At the end of 310, veer to the right which will be Hwy 90 (Houma) until you get to Exit 210 (W 182).  Once you exit, turn left on W 182 which will be at the stop sign.  Go down W 182 until you come to the first red light (3087) and take a left.  Go all the down until it dead ends into Hwy 57 which is (Grand Calliou Road; Burger King will be on the left)  Here you will turn left and go down three red lights and turn right on Industrial Blvd.  Chabert will be on the left approximately ¼ mile down
· Parking is free and in the front of the hospital
· There are 5 ORs and they are located on the third floor.  Upon entering the hospital, go past the Information Desk where there will be two elevators.  The elevators you will be taking, however, are behind these two front elevators.  This is also a cysto room.
· Take the rear elevators up to the third floor, and veer to the left until you get to the end of the hallway.  Go left through the doors and continue on to the end of that hall.  The Anesthesia office will be the last door on the right.
· There is a cafeteria located on the second floor.  After exiting the elevator, go right.  The cafeteria will be on the right side of the hall.
· There is no housing for Chabert.  The drive from New Orleans to Houma is approximately 90 minutes.

0630-1500 Shift

· Arrive at the hospital by 0630.  Your shift ends when your preceptor or clinical coordinator dismisses you.
· There is a Pyxis in every room – The Chief CRNA will provide you with a form to fill out and obtain the Pyxis access code.  

·  Proceed to the pre-op holding area.
·  Ensure that all of the required paperwork is completed, and that the OR nurse has completed his/her interview with the patient prior to administering a sedative.
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
