· We are located on West Judge Perez Dr across the street from Walmart. Coming from LSUHSC-SON, you can take Claiborne all the way to the hospital. It will be on your right. From I-10, exit Paris Rd and turn right on West Judge Perez Dr. The hospital will be on your left.

Daily Clinical Routines

0630-1500 
· Arrive at the hospital by 0630.  Your shift ends when your preceptor dismisses you.
· There is a central Omnicell with several peripheral units
·  Most pre-ops are completed the day of surgery in holding. You will be required to assist with interviewing patients
·  Ensure that all of the required paperwork is completed, and that the OR nurse has completed his/her interview with the patient prior to administering a sedative.
· You will be required at times to manage patients in the recovery area. 
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
