· Once Application is received, Education will enter each student in the Access System. You will then receive an email from Access System with a copy of the Orientation Module to review.

· Access System will then send each student a Link to update personal information and electronically sign attestations.

· On your first day you can arrive at 0800 and will attend orientation at 0830 

· You will also be assigned a badge/scanner for access throughout the hospital doors. You will have to sign for this badge/scanner through security (we will take you there). It is very important that on your last day you return to the security office and return your badge/scanner
· It is recommended that SRNAs visit a map site for directions from their home to the hospital.
· You will not have Pyxis access or Epic Access. You will use the CRNA preceptor’s login to access. 

· Bill Kuhn will have a schedule and will know you are coming. 
· The CRNAs require you to be prepared for each procedure. You may not see the patient until the day of surgery. 
· OR is located on the 1st in the back of the hospital.  There are 3 ORs in surgery, one C-section OR in OB, and 2 endoscopy rooms 
· You will be expected to arrive by 0630 to set up your room for the day. OR times usually begin at 0730.
· You can go to the 1st floor ASU and gather your patient’s anesthesia paperwork and visit with your patient.

· Parking is available in the patient/visitor lot.
· If you are unable to attend clinical for any reason, you must inform one of the CRNAs at either of the Anesthesia Offices at the contact number listed above as well as the program director and Ms. Riles.
· The lengths of rotations at this facility are usually 2 months, with change being at the discretion of the school faculty.
· Required Equipment: Lab coat, School ID badge, earpiece, and nerve stimulator. SRNA is to wear his/her own scrubs covered with a lab coat. If you wear your own scrub cap you must wear a disposable hat over your personal scrub cap while in the O.R. 
· The SRNA will report to Anesthesia Office for a brief orientation on the first day. 
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 Experiences Available to the SRNA

· Students are afforded experiences encompassing all levels of acuity. The SRNAs are encouraged to seek out the various learning experiences available to them. It is a great place to get difficult airway equipment experience (fiber optics and intubating LMAs, and regional experience is limited. Regional experiences depend on case, available blocks, CSE, Bier Blocks.
· Surgical experiences include:  General, GYN, Eyes, and Urology, ENT, OB, Limited Trauma, AICDs, LPs, Cardioversions, Bronchoscopies, and Pediatrics ENT procedures.
· *Sugammadex is not routinely used as a reversal agent at OLOAH due to high cost. It is also in limited supply at this facility. If you feel that your patient requires reversal with Sugammadex, be sure to discuss this with your preceptor before administering this drug. It is only allowed under certain circumstances such as:

· Elderly patients with weakened respiratory function following reversal with Neostigmine/Robinul

· Morbid obesity if reversal with Neostigmine/Robinul is ineffective

· Can’t ventilate/can’t intubate and Rocuronium was given

Patient Assignments

· Student assignments are posted on the OR board the morning of clinical – can choose assignment based on the posted case.
Daily Clinical Routines
0630-1500 Shift

· The SRNA will report to the OR suites for assignment at 0630. Set up room and get medications for your patient. Student will not receive pyxis access.  Patients must be in the OR no later than 0730.
· Breaks are assigned at the discretion of the preceptor, and while meals are not provided, the student is welcome to use the refrigerator in the break room.
· Café or bring lunch.  Cafeteria lunches are also available. There is also a concession stand that serves hamburgers, sandwiches, etc.
