Orientation to Clinical Site
· Parking is free if you park in Saratoga Garage. Take a ticket and you will be given a parking card for a deposit.  

· ORs, anesthesia offices, and patient holding area are located on the 3rd floor of the hospital.

· Required Equipment: Though Tulane has all necessary anesthesia equipment, students should bring a stethoscope and a nerve stimulator.

Experiences Available to the SRNA

· Tulane Medical Center has its own Anesthesia Residency program. SRNAs will share surgery load with anesthesia residents. Both General Anesthesia and Regional experiences are offered. Types of cases performed at this institution include: General Surgeries, Urology, Vascular, Pediatric and Adult Heart Surgeries, Neuro Surgery (Craniotomies/ Spine), ENT, Orthopedic, and Transplants. The SRNA may get experience in central line placement and monitoring; arterial pressure monitor placement and monitoring; spinal and epidural anesthesia; as well as a multitude of anesthetic blocks.
