1. Entrance Process
· IMPORTANT: contact Dione.Davis@va.gov as soon as you are notified of this rotation (cc Ms. Arielle Buxton abuxto@lsuhsc.edu)
· There is a significant amount of security and access requirements prior to the start of your rotation

· Once you have made initial contact, you will receive an email to establish a VHA Portal access. This will be your primary means to track all of your administrative requirements (if you do not receive an email within a week contact Irene.grundy@va.gov
· Complete all VHA mandatory training: Mandatory Training for Trainees (MTT) (must be completed prior to start): Please complete “VHA Mandatory Training for Trainees” (MTT) course. Once complete, scan and email Dione.Davis@va.gov the certificates for each of the required trainings. 
· Fingerprint and photo appointments for PIV cards will be made. Dione.Davis@va.gov 
Fingerprint clearance results normally takes 1 week

Patient record access takes 5-7 business days

Valid PIV card normally takes 2 weeks
